 Final Report Report on the Sheerwater Open Spaces Art Project 
The main elements of the consultation are complete. A resident’s steering group has been formed, which includes staff from St Michael’s Church in Sheerwater. The Schools have been enagaged with and have contributed ideas for the project. Many people were consulted via a presence of a project stall at the Sheerwater Summer Festival. 
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The location for the main work was identified as a green area in Dartmouth Avenue at the end of the block of shops (next to the Londis). The image on the left is the artist’s impression of the finished product. 

The work has started at the venue with the first element consisting of planting tulip bulbs. A source for wood materials has been identified and the main digging by SERCO will begin shortly. The utility companies have provided plans of underground cabling and gas pipes and so forth. 

The final stages of this project should be completed in October.
